PRESIDENTS REPORT
Mark Handley

Where 2011 was a season in which we nearly made it, in 2012 we nailed it. We regained
North Island Cross Country top club trophy in a landslide and by the end of the year
managed to win bronze medals at the National Road Relay. Our Junior Women are still the
team to beat in Wellington and the improvement in the Senior Men's grade has been
dramatic.

Participation

The overall numbers competing in all races for the club this year were well up on last year
with the ranking list extending to four pages for both males and females. Whilst not all of
these people signed up as club members, it is still good to see so many people giving
running a go.

There were quite a few club members selected to represent Wellington at national level and
the Masters 50+ counting team for Wellington only had one member from another club. It
was good to see a number of people taking the opportunity to compete for the club in the
National Road Championships.

Unfortunately the number of teams competing at the National Road Relay was down on last
year but the quality was right up there. It is a shame that the quality of our Junior Women's
team could not be demonstrated at National level as many of them were too young to
compete. Next year many of them will be eligible so the rest of the country will have to look
out.

Results

The Shaw Baton Relay saw both our Boys and Girls teams take victories whilst the Junior
Women, Senior Women and Masters Men finished second. Results in the University Relay
were very similar but this time our Junior Women got the victory.

The Vosseler Shield saw Barry Prosser and Jack Julian taking out the honours at both ends
of the male age spectrum and the W16/W19 team placed first. Added to this were two
second and six third places. Olympic was third in the Barry Everett Plate competition.

The Dorne Cup saw Olympic take the team prizes in four grades: B9, G11, G13 and W16.
Samantha Smith was our only individual winner on the day but there were another ten people
who walked away with medals.

At the North Island Cross Country Champs, in addition to regaining the top club trophy, we
also had four people: Kevin Pugh (M40), Tineke Hooft (W50), Jean Skilton (W55) and Barry
Prosser (M60) take individual honours.

Josh Nairne and Maddy Wilson won Wellington titles over cross country whilst Susannah
Lynch and Jack Julian won on the road. There was also a clean sweep in the Boys 9 and
under grade on the road with Jack Julian, Will Anthony and James Matrtin filling the top three
championship places.

The Junior Women again showed their class with another comfortable win in the Bays Relay.
An encouraging sign in this race was the second placing of the senior men's team. Hopefully
this is an indication of things to come.



There has been great competitiveness in the junior grades and with some of them turning
senior next year let's hope this carries over to the open grades.

At national level Susannah Lynch again showed what a class runner she is by winning the
road title and beating all the older women who were in the same race. Kushla Smith has
gone a little under the radar during the season but her two second places at both cross
country and road show that she is truly a National class competitor.

Personnel

The success of the club is based on team work. There are many people working behind the
scenes doing things like applying for grants, organising teams for competitions and
fundraising activities, maintaining and improving our web site, timekeeping and recording,
setting up courses, organising afternoon teas and social functions, arranging travel and
accommodation and coaching. The volunteers who perform these tasks are the unsung
heroes of the club. They may not appear in any results sheets but without them we wouldn’t
be the results we are getting. Thanks to you all.

Brian Rusbridge will be stepping down from the committee this year after many years of
sterling effort organising travel and accommodation and applying for grants in order to
minimise the expense to club members. This can be a thankless and frustrating task. Thank
you Brian for all your effort.

Looking Ahead

The challenge ahead will be to retain our top Junior Women and Men as senior competitors.
The membership in the senior grades does appear to be increasing but only slowly. The
performance in the senior men's grade is encouraging but the numbers in the older junior
grades are a bit of a concern. Some new initiatives involving mentors and grade captains will
hopefully instil a greater team spirit in these grades. Hopefully this will mean there is not the
same fall off in numbers in the older juniors and will provide a funnel for greater quantity as
well as quality in the senior ranks in coming years.

The junior women's grade is looking very exciting for the future. Next year many of the
younger junior women will be eligible for the National Road Relay. They are already a very
good team but with many of them still having five years in this grade we can look forward to
some top team performances in future.

It is with great pleasure and pride that | present the Club Captains report for the 2012
season.

This year has been one of sustainability and growth.

The Junior membership has stayed strong throughout the winter season and for many
children this continues into the summer season. Our Juniors continue to be our largest
demographic at the Interclub races and they have become a very competitive group both
within the club and throughout the Wellington region. This was very evident with our large
group of Olympic runners representing Wellington at the Inter Regional Primary Cross
Country at QEII Park in Paekakariki. This was the first time Wellington has managed to
come first equal with Canterbury in many years.

The Juniors continue to train hard with a dedicated team of coaches and my thanks go to
Alistair Lesley for his commitment to their training and Jo Murray for her organisational skills
in coordinating the training sessions.

The last few years has seen the committee focusing on the building and retaining of our
senior members. The strength of our seniors is starting to become evident with successes
such as the senior men’s 2™ placing at the Bays Relay, the senior women’s 2" in the
University and Shaw Baton Relays. This is a positive sign for the clubs future and an
incentive for our older junior runners to stay with us.

Many thanks to Chris Speakman, who has again coordinated the senior training sessions
with some very good results, and a few laughs along the way. There has also been a great
deal of interest in the coached core training sessions and my thanks go to Mark Anderson for
his continued offering of this service.

A highlight this year was going to Taupo with the intention of winning back the North Island
Cross Country Trophy — which is now in its rightful place. Well done to everyone involved.
The amount of entries continues to grow each year with many new members running for the
first time at this race. Thanks to Brian Rusbridge for the work he has put into obtaining
grants for travel and accommodation for this trip and many others throughout the season.

It was great to see four teams representing Olymplc at the National Road Relays in Nelson
this year and We were the proud winners of a 3" place in the B grade for our Senior men’s
team and a 3" place for our Masters women. This was the strongest group for many years
and we hope to see this continue.

There has continued to be a large group of Olympic runners wearing the singlet all over the
country this season, with many spotted at various races up and down the country. The 5km
series continues to be well supported, and my thanks go to Mark Handley and his team of
volunteers for coordinating our part of the series. This is a great fundraiser for the club and
also helps to lift our profile.

Our inaugural race ‘The Capital Punishment” was a great success, and the hope is to
continue and build entry numbers over the years.

Thanks to the social club for a variety of fun and entertaining themed nights this season.
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As always my thanks goes to our club Patron Dave Gratton and other lifetime members for
generously offering their time to help with course set up, time keeping and any other jobs
that need doing.

Thanks to my follow committee members for the time they commit to our club, they are a
committed and focused group and continue to work together for the betterment of our club.

Thanks to all the people that volunteer for course setting up, timekeeping, training sessions,
photography, website maintenance and transporting both people and gear to and from
events, particularly Rob McCrudden who is always available to set up courses and pack
away the tent etc — often in the pouring rain.

As we end another busy season the future of running looks positive and assured, building
our juniors and sustaining our seniors will be the way forward. With only two years to go until
our Centenary we will be very busy over the next two seasons and we can all look forward to
a celebration of 100 years of growth and success.
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JUNIOR TRACK AND FIELD
Jo Murray

The junior track and field section of Olympic Harriers had its best season ever in 2011/2012.
We had 184 members in our 5 to 14 year age group who registered for the junior track and
field, plus another 44 who signed up for summer coaching in the 10 to 20 age group, and 18
who were members of both the junior track and field, and the summer coaching. Our
membership has grown steadily over the past few years and our club is now one of the
biggest clubs in the Wellington region.

Throughout the season, interclub competitions are held around the Wellington region. Points
are awarded for athletes placing 1% to 4™ in each event. At the end of the season these
points are added up to decide who wins the Overall Junior Interclub Trophy (for age groups 7
to 14 years), and the Junior Interclub Trophy (for age groups 7 to 9 years). For the first time
ever, Olympic won the Overall Trophy and were runners up for the Junior Interclub Trophy.
Our aim is to win both in the upcoming season.

At our end of season prize giving, gold, silver and bronze medals are awarded to our club
champs winners as well as certificates for everyone who took part. This year we went one
step further and decided it was time to award trophies to our top junior athletes. Olympic,
along with a number of families from within the club kindly donated trophies that we awarded
at our end of year prize giving. It was impressive to see the array of trophies on offer, and it
was fantastic to be able to reward our athletes who work so hard to achieve their goals and
represent Olympic over the summer season.

For the Colgate Games we had 31 competing at the North Island Colgate Games in
Tauranga and 3 at the South Island Games in Nelson. We had some very good individual
results and for the first time we had a real presence in the relays where we dominated
winning the 9 Girls, 10 Girls, 11 Boys 4 x 100m Relays and the 10 and 11 year old 1600m
Medley Relays. In 2013 we will have 46 athletes representing Olympic at the North Island
Colgates and 3 at the South Island Colgates.

Olympic was very well represented in the 12/13 Interprovincial team that travelled to Mt
Smart Stadium at Easter to compete against the best athletes in those age groups from
around the country. The top 11 athletes in each of the Boys 12, Girls 12, Boys 13 and Girls
13 year old age groups are selected from their performances throughout the season. The
team of 44 included 7 Olympic athletes including Jess Kerr (captain), Phoebe Anderson,
Madeline Wilson, Amelia Harris, Josh Nairne, Oscar Harris and Karl Brownlie. They all
achieved personal bests at this event, making major contributions to the points that
Wellington needed to win this event. And at the end of the two days of competition, that’s
exactly what they did. For the first time ever, Wellington won this prestigious competition
bringing home the trophy. Amanda Goldsmith, Charlie Nairne and Jo Murray from Olympic
were part of the management team, and will do the same next year along with Juan
McDonald. We expect to have even more athletes from Olympic representing Wellington at
the Inter Provincials next year as well.

We are fortunate enough to have three fantastic coaches who work with all our athletes.
Amanda Goldsmith, Juan McDonald and Alastair Leslie give up so much of their time to train,
motivate and prepare our young Olympic athletes for interclubs, Colgates, Regional, North
Island and National events. They are all hugely proud of what our club and our athletes have
achieved, but we wouldn’t be where we are now without the commitment all three coaches
have made to make our club one of the best run, and best coached clubs in the region.
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For the 2012/2013 season our three coaches have already spent the past few months
preparing our athletes for what will be our best season ever. We have a record number
taking part in our junior track and field club alone with 300 members registered so far.

It takes a huge number of volunteers to run an athletics club. We would like to take this
opportunity to thank the many parents who help the club in humerous ways throughout the
summer with coaching on club nights, organising uniforms, running the BBQ, registration
days, entering registrations, volunteer training days, coordinating coaching timetables,
collating club and interclub results, helping at club champs nights, the list goes on. In
particular we’d like to thank Malcolm Standrill for looking after the registration database and
setting up email lists; Rama Smith for how amazingly organised and efficient she is with all
the administration; Fiona McGlinchey for coordinating the training details for Amanda
Goldsmith and collating interclub results; Charlie and Kim Nairne for their coaching and
collating of club records and involvement with the Athletics Wellington Junior Committee; and
Juan McDonald for not only coaching, but the million and one other things he does behind
the scenes to help the club run as smoothly as it does.
